Social Network

Humans are by nature social creatures and none more so than high school students. During these next few

weeks we will talk about why we are inclined to be so social and the impact that it can have on who we are.
We will examine if who we are around our friends is the same person God is calling us to be. We will identify
how to have successful and healthy relationships, and lastly we will discuss how students are to handle and
make sense out of sex and dating in high school.

Week 1 - Your Social Network

The old adage about friendship goes “be careful the company you keep.”What is it about our friends that
seem to impact and influence who we are and how we live our lives? Everywhere these students turn they
are involved in and creating relationships. For high school students their friends are one of the largest, if not
the largest, influence upon their lives. Friendship is designed by God and is meant to enhance our lives, how
many times though do we find our friendships doing the opposite? As we begin to understand the impact
our friends have upon us we can identify what friendships to maintain and which ones to let go.

Scripture

Ecclesiastes 4:9-12

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Week 2 — My Profile
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With all of the influences faced by high school students during these four years, how do we understand who
we are supposed to be? There sees to be all of these opinions coming at them from every place in their lives
on who they should be. From their friends, parents, coaches, teachers, siblings. These peoples’ideas say who
they should be, how they should spend their time, who they should hang out with, the clothes they should
wear, movies, music, food, hobbies, etc... There is just so much pressure on them to become someone else’s
version of themselves. But what does God have to say about who we are supposed to be? He created each
of us individually, knows us by name, and has quite a bit to say about who we are. Maybe we should start
listening less to others and more to Him.

Scripture

Isaiah 1:16-17
Wash and make yourselves clean. Take your evil deeds out of my sight; stop doing wrong. Learn to do right; seek
justice. Defend the oppressed. Take up the cause of the fatherless; plead the case of the widow.

Matthew 5:13-16

“You are the salt of the earth. But if the salt loses its saltiness, how can it be made salty again? It is no longer good
for anything, except to be thrown out and trampled underfoot. “You are the light of the world. A town built on a
hill cannot be hidden.

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Week 4 - Relationship Status

Where is the line? How far is too far? If Ive already started, why should | stop? It feels good so why not do it?
Everyone else is doing it, why shouldn't I? These are just a few of the million plus questions that surround
sex and dating in high school. Many students have already made up their minds about where they stand on
the issue, or at least acted in a certain manner regarding it. The problem is that students are operating on a
myth about sex that is untrue. Culture and society have convinced us, and all of our friends, that sex is only
physical. But culture is wrong, sex in not just physical. This is why the pain of sexual sin hurts so much. It was
designed by God to be so much more. No matter where we are though, or what we have experienced we
can begin to shift how we understand and treat ourselves, each other and sex.

Scripture

1 Thessalonians 4:3-7

It is God’s will that you should be sanctified: that you should avoid sexual immorality; that each of you should
learn to control your own body in a way that is holy and honorable, not in passionate lust like the pagans, who
do not know God; and that in this matter no one should wrong or take advantage of a brother or sister.

You can't just go along
with this, treating it as acceptable behavior.

1 Corinthians 6: 18-20

Flee from sexual immorality. All other sins people commit are outside their bodies, but those who sin sexually sin
against their own bodies. Do you not know that your bodies are temples of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom
you have received from God? You are not your own; you were bought at a price. Therefore honor God with your
bodies.

Shall | then take the members of Christ and
unite them with a prostitute? Never! Do you not know that he who unites himself with a prostitute is one with her
in body?
