Every day I spent with the orphans my eyes 
were fi lled with tears of joy and my heart 
was expanded until it felt like my chest 
could no longer bare it.  Rarely have I felt 
the presence of God as I felt when I was with 
these children.  Even though I have been back 
home for months, images of their smiles and 
joy come to my mind daily.   

When I returned home, I decided to do what 
I could to help fi nancially.  I wrote everyone 
I could think of who might be interested in 
helping.  As a result of these efforts, just 
under $30,000 has been raised.  Our fi rst 
project addressed the need for daily protein.  
We built a big chicken coop and fi lled it with 
chickens.  Next, we built a bathroom and 
shower house.  You can’t imagine how these 
facilities have instilled a sense of respect and 
pride in the children.  Most recently, we tiled 
the lunch room fl oors, so that children were no 
longer eating on 
soiled, hard-to-
clean concrete. 
Our projects 
have made big 
differences in 
their lives.”
 
Carly’s experience is not limited to only 
three weeks. She continues her mission each 
time she tells her story.  God defi ned Carly’s 
mission in Africa.  God calls us all to go out 
beyond ourselves.  Where will you go?

Hohoe Christian Orphan’s Home

Last summer I was blessed with a life changing 
experience of volunteering at a Christian 
orphanage in Hohoe, Ghana. When I got to the 
orphanage, I was greeted by small children in 
dirty clothes, torn up fl ip fl ops, and beaming 
faces! They were not like the students I teach in 
the metroplex.  They did not hesitate to throw themselves at me in warm embrace the 
minute they saw me. They greet every person who enters their lives with expressions of 
overwhelming gratitude.  Most of them have bellies swollen from hunger and parasite 
scars cover their feet and legs.  I spent three weeks at the orphanage and rarely did I 
see a child in a different change of clothes. 

These children are not tales of sadness. They are stories of opportunity and possibility.
