Labors for Neighbors is a hurricane recovery team that goes to 
the Gulf Coast to put new roofs on houses damaged by Hurricane 
Rita and Ike.  Yes, hurricane Rita recovery is still going on.  There 
are many blue FEMA tarps  that are present in the communities 
along the coast and this group is reducing that number.  This is a 
refl ection from the most recent mission in March.

Betty Labrie, a 72-year-old mother of 3 grown children, finally 
realized her life long dream to own her home in the summer 
of 2005. One month later, she and her new home were faced 
with Hurricanes Rita and Katrina. Her badly weathered roof 
was covered with a blue FEMA roof tarp that was replaced 
three times. Even then, every time it rained, her house leaked. 
Not long ago, rainwater started leaking through the light 
fixture in her bedroom. Because she feared an electrical fire, 
she refused to turn on the lights in her bedroom. Yet another 
challenge was watching her neighbors on all sides get their 
roofs repaired. For more than four years, she patiently prayed 
that her own roof would be fixed.

Saturday afternoon Betty’s son Danzelle drove to her home 
because she was not answering her phone. Danzelle knew 
that a Labors for Neighbors crew would be starting on his 
mom’s house, and he instructed her to stay inside and out of 
the way.  So, he drove over to find out if she was ok.  Danzelle 
found his mother sitting on top of her brand new roof with the 
entire Labors for Neighbors crew surrounding her. Danzelle 
took the group picture. 

On Friday Danzelle told his mom that there was no way her 
roof would be replaced in one day. She told us that she knew 
it could happen when a bus pulled in front of her house early 
Saturday morning and people kept coming out. All total, 28 
missionary young adults from First United Methodist Church 
Dallas, University Park UMC, Highland Park UMC and five 
volunteers sponsored by Meletio Electric poured out of the 
L4N bus. Betty had her new roof in one day and perhaps 
saw God in a new way on that Saturday afternoon.  The L4N 
mission team certainly saw God in a new way, through Betty’s 
faith and smile.
