That number comes from the generosity of 66 households.

Given the uncertainty of our economy, that number is
staggering. It’s a reflection of this church’s continued
commitment to evangelism and care for the next generation
of Christian believers. Through this campaign, Cornerstone
will expand the seating capacity in Wesley Hall, repurpose
part of the Wallace Building for young adult ministry, design
and complete the installation of a youth worship center,
and establish a second church campus in East Dallas at the
previous home of Munger Place UMC. The North Texas
Conference is closing down the historic facility in June and
handing it over to our church to become a second campus of
Cornerstone.

Platinum selling recording artist, Cary Pierce, delivered a
wonderful 30-minute set of music, Radio Disney entertained
the 250-plus children, and the campaign team cast the vision
for the GeneratioNext Campaign.
