“After my experiences of recently going on mission trips, 
I decided that I wanted to sponsor one employee that could 
not afford to go on a mission trip an opportunity to do so.  At 
the beginning of February I asked anyone interested going 
on a 'to be determined' company-sponsored mission trip to 
let me know. I also asked them to tell me why they wanted to 
go.  The company would pay for the trip and any time missed 
from work would not be counted against their time off.

"Within a week, fi ve people asked to be considered.  All 
fi ve of them were excited about the possibility.  I found 
it diffi cult to pick which person should go.  Fortunately, I 
remembered Labors for Neighbors, which repairs roofs 
damaged by hurricanes on the Gulf Coast.  Their trip is very 
affordable.  When I contacted the staff, I found out that they 
just happened to have room for all fi ve of them to go at the 
end of March.  The trip turned out to be a great experience 
for all of them.  Not only did they enjoy helping someone in 
need, they also told me they got to know each other better.  I 
feel that they have become examples to our other employees 
who are now hearing stories about the trip.”
